Weaving 
together themes of honor, rage, Greek 
mythology, and vengeance, Homer's tale of 
the wrath of Achilles constantly 
demonstrates its timeless relevancy. We 

will be using Samuel Butler's translation, which reduces the 
difficulty of reading The Iliad by rendering it into prose, thus 
resulting in this foundational text reading like a traditional novel. If 
you know you should have read it, but never did, this might be the 
time!
